Every night at least 100,000 Australians sleep rough or 
in temporary housing. Thankfully there are a number of 
organisations supporting these disadvantaged people. One such 
organisation is the St Vincent de Paul Society who organise Soup 
Vans providing more than 500 meals a night, seven days a week.
