On the edge of Lake
Xochimilco and in the midst of a network of small canals, are
some surviving chinampas. These floating gardens were much
admired by the Spaniards and this half-natural, half-artificial
landscape is now an ecological reserve, which still holds many
mysteries and ancient legends.
